I) FINANCES: Financial position is good. As of September 30, cash on hand was $66,171.84.
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Cash flow and spending is on track for both the core program and the land use effects study (LUES).

III) LAND USE EFFECTS STUDY UPDATE
· Bacterial sampling completed – Bacterial sampling at 17 sites representing a gradient of potential cattle impact was completed in November. Replicate samples were collected at each site once per month for eight months.
· Substrate sampling completed – Dr. Christine May of JMU has completed field work and has submitted the substrate permeability and streambed fine sediment concentration data she collected at 25 LUES study sites.
· Additional benthic sampling scheduled – In view of the 2007 drought’s potential to cause increased variation in biological sampling results, we have elected to bolster the benthic dataset as much as possible, hopefully by sampling all LUES sites during both the winter 2008/09 and spring 2009 seasons.
· Data consolidation and database development continues –Macroinvertebrate, bacterial, geomorphological, pebble count, streambed permeability, riparian habitat, and watershed land cover/land use data are being brought together in an Access database in preparation for statistical analyses. A new form to facilitate more efficient data entry was recently added.

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V) OUTREACH AND PUBLICITY
